On this 
day, Western Christians commemorate 
principally the visitation of the Biblical 
Magi to the child Jesus, i.e., his mani-
festation to the Gentiles; Eastern Chris-
tians commemorate the baptism of Je-
sus in the Jordan River, seen as his 
manifestation to the world as the Son 
of God.

Another year is almost gone and the Christmas 
season is upon us. This is my favorite time of year 
and I always enjoy it a lot. It has been a strange year 
in about every way you can count, so perhaps it's 
good it is almost over.  

Everything inside the prison remains the same 
... the individuals to be ministered to change but 
nothing else. Everything has become so bleak and 
colorless, wish there was something I could do, but 
... it used to be different, but that was then, this is now! One thing I notice, the new 
men, (they are coming in younger and younger) don't seem to notice or care. I assume 
they don't know any better, only the old timers lament the changes. I think we would all 
accept the changes more easily if there were an incident to point to that caused the need 
for such change, but there isn't. We must do the best we can with what we have.  

We ordered 4400 Christmas cards for Southern and another 2500 for East Jersey.  
They came from an organization that receives the leftover Dayspring cards from year to 
year and sell them to Chaplains for a very small amount. It is a blessing to the men to 
have a couple of attractive cards to send to family, and I am pleased to be able to supply 
them. The Mother's Day cards were especially attractive this year. We supplied quite a 
few cases of Bibles again this year, over 20, as well as 30 MacArthur Study Bibles to 
serious students that are faithful to classes and services. Thanks to one of our regular 
Chaplains we were able to take in loads of Christian reading material and devotional 
books. Our 8x's a year mailings are as popular as ever, thanks to Sara's hard work of 
addressing and assembling. Her work has increased due to adding the boys who reside 
at Ranch Hope for Boys to our list for mailings and devotionals.  

Classes go on, always with a waiting list. The men are very attentive and partici-
pate a lot. The new series I purchased recently, Our American Heritage from Wallbuild-
ers, is excellent and well received and attended. I recently put an ad in the Malaga pa-
per, The Bell, asking if there was any interest in viewing the series here after Christmas, 
and there is. We will begin getting together in early January. I continue to teach a ladies 
Bible study and interact with and encourage ex-prisoners and family on a regular basis.  

I don't anticipate any significant changes in ministry in the coming year. With the 
situation with the state the way it is, if I can just continue as I have been, I will be con-
tent. My primary goal has and always will be to share the Lord as He is, a loving, for-
giving, assisting, Father, ready and willing to grant forgiveness and a new life to any 
who will recognize their sinful and hopeless condition. Political correctness does not go 
anywhere with me, so far I have no problem in that area. I pray it will stay that way for 
a few more years. There are so many men who have no understanding of their condi-
tion, and no hope of anything better ... my heart breaks at times as I walk across the 
compound and look at faces, and wonder what future these men have ... none, apart 
from Christ. And, ... so I keep on and covet your prayers.

The Gift That Started Christmas  

It's that wonderful time of the year called Christmas, a beautiful time with 
the decorations and music. I have written many articles and preached many 
messages over the years about Christmas. As I sat thinking about it I wondered 
what I could possibly write that would give a new perspective or challenge. I 
read through past articles and Scripture and my mind at first seemed blank. 
Then a thought hit me. What a picture of love! In fact, is it not the greatest of 
love stories?  

Most of the time when we think about the demonstration of God's love our 
minds turn to Calvary, and rightly so. That is a great story of love. However, 
that is not where God's love for us is first revealed in the New Testament. I 
would suggest that God's love is first seen in Bethlehem.  

As we think about this we will start with what may be considered an un-
usual verse in relationship to Christmas. It is one that every Christian knows. 
“God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten son.” (John 3:16) The 
verse continues by saying that the reason that “He gave” is the salvation of the 
lost. “That whosoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting 
life.” John wrote, is rich in mercy for � His great love with which He loved us.” 
(Eph. 2:4; John 3:16), then, is telling us of God's love.  

Because God loved us He gave us a gift. The gift is His Son. John wrote, 
“ ... He gave His only begotten Son.” We know His gift was ultimately seen at 
Calvary but began on this earth, as stated earlier, at Bethlehem.  

To try to understand this is diff icult because we are trying to do something 
that we are very limited in being able to do. That is to understand the relation-
ship of the Father and the Son. Trying to understand God is obviously beyond 
our human ability. We do have one thing revealed that tells us of the Father's 
feeling toward the Son. John tells us, “ The Father loves the Son.” (John 3:35, 
5:20). In Matthew the Father confirms His love, “A voice from Heaven saying, 
'This is My beloved Son in whom I am well pleased.”  (Matt. 3:17). At the 
Transfiguration Jesus was speaking to the disciples and  

“ ... while He spoke a bright cloud overshadowed them ... a voice 
out of the cloud said, 'This is my beloved Son in whom I am well 

pleased.''' (Matt. 17:5)  

This is reaffirmed in Mark 1:11, Luke 3:22,9:35, II Peter 1:17. The Father 
declared His love for the Son, His beloved.  

As we look again at John 3: 16, it says, “God so loved the world.” The 
world here is understood to mean humanity. That means all who live, including 
you and me. God loved a perfect love for His perfect Son but because He is 



love, He loved the imperfect. Paul; in his letter to the Romans, wrote, “G od 
commends His love toward us in that while we were yet sinners …”  (Rom. 5 
:8) John wrote, “Herein is love, not that we loved God but that He loved us.” (I 
John 4:10).  

This is where the Christmas story begins. John 3: 16 “He gave His only 
begotten Son.” It's the Father sending His Son into the world. Jesus would later 
say, “The Father Himself who has sent Me…” (John 5:37). In the Gospel of 
John alone by quick count there are thirty-two statements saying Jesus was 
sent by the Father.  

God the Father loved the on but also loved us and sent His Son to do what 
needed to be don that we might be saved. A plan was made in eternity past and 
in love the Son was sent. He came into the world at Bethlehem, God's gift of 
love.  

Christmas, then, is the celebration of the Son of God, as a gift, given to the 
world. It was the fulfillment of God's plan from eternity.  

Because of this gift of Christmas, there are other gifts for the world. In 
Romans, chapter five, there is a contrast made between the results of Adam's 
sin and the work of Jesus Christ.  

“ The grace of God and the gift of grace which is by one man, 
Jesus Christ.” (Vs. 15).  

“T he free gift of many offenses unto justification.” (V s. 16)  

“ The gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one Jesus 
Christ.” (V s. 17)  

“T he gift of God is eternal life.” (Rom. 6:23)  

“Fo r by grace are you saved through faith and that not of your-
selves, it is the gift of God.” (Eph. 2:8)  

Christmas is all about giving and, therefore, all about gifts.  

The word “gift” is very important in understanding these acts of love. A 
gift is “something given) voluntarily without payment in return. Something 
bestowed or acquired without being sought or earned by the receiver.” 
(Webster) That describes the love gifts of God. What He gives cannot be got-
ten in any other way. It's a gift.  

It's Christmas, a time of giving gifts and receiving gifts.  

It's important to add one more thing. We need to be thankful and act ac-
cordingly. That's true on a human level but especially on a spiritual level. 
“ Thanks be to God for His unspeakable gift.” (2 Cor. 9: 15).  

“Thanks be to God who giveth (gifted) us the victory through our 
Lord Jesus Christ.” ( Cor. 15:57).  

It's Christmas. Rejoice in the love of God as demonstrated in the gift of 
Bethlehem.

Every year about this time I reread the accounts of Christmas in Matthew 

and Luke and try to put myself in the place of those who experienced the 
events. Too often we just read them and don't think about the human side of 
the characters. This year I was struck with something about Mary. In Luke we 
are told that after being told about the baby she would have she immediately 
went to visit her relative Elizabeth who was also pregnant by an act of God. 
Elizabeth conceived when she was too old and barren, an “impossible” thing. I 
wonder if Mary went because she emotionally needed the help and encourage-
ment that Elizabeth could give. There is so much we are not told. Mary stayed 
three months before she had to go back to face the social challenges of her 
pregnancy. Perhaps she was there to help Elizabeth in practical ways during 
those last months of her pregnancy. Or perhaps she stayed to study and to learn 
more of the Scriptures from Zacharias and Elizabeth that would help her better 
understand the child that she carried. Perhaps she even witnessed the birth of 
the miracle child John. We are not told but apparently her time with Elizabeth 
and Zacharias was important or it wouldn't have been noted in the Scriptures.  

It must have been quite a contrast when Jesus was born in a strange city, in 
a dark, dirty and smelly cave for animals with no friends and family around 
(except Joseph of course) to help her through her time of delivery. I think it's 
interesting to note that she must have come prepared. (They had the swaddling 
clothes with them.) Perhaps her difficult journey to Bethlehem (“being great 
with child”) was made easier as she realized that it was part of the fulfillment 
of the Scriptures.  

There are so many things we don't know but as I think about the human 
side of the story it reminds me that God is so good to give us helps along the 
way in our journey through life. I think back and see many times that some-
thing I experienced, or someone I interacted with, helped prepare me for the 
next step. May God help us to face each circumstance in life with a right atti-
tude, looking to Him and trusting Him to see us through.
