From there Paul goes on in verse two to counsethigmact of worship is made possible by bei
transformed, not conformed, into the value systéamother world—the everlasting world vers
this temporary one—and that this transformation antide of worship will enable you to discern
the will of God.

When you are worshiping God through your lifest@®d gives you the desires that are
necessary to point you in the direction God wawis tp go. If we are children of God, we have
God who has given us life, and who has told usifoyelife by delighting in Him...and when we
do that, He promises to give us the desires heesisls to have, and the power to use the gifts
treasures He has entrusted to us. We have theofreamigo where we have the highest passio
and gifting for vocation and ministry, rather theither blindly plowing through every door that
comes our way, or being paralyzed by a fear of m@ki mistake and dropping out of the view
God.

The primary reason we don't follow the dreams Gas put within us is because we value the
approval of others more than we value the appro/@od. We’'d often rather worship other idoj
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and delight in the desires and momentary pleashessproduce, than to worship God and delight

in the desires and eternal pleasures He produces.

Absent a deep desire to delight in God as we &we, without an intentional approach to t|
decisions we make daily, we will live our livesidslaters merely disguised as worshippers,
inwardly longing to one day stand at a high sctemtliége reunion, a corporate retirement party
or a concert arena and have mere mortals comeuspdad say “nice house, nice car...well do
or “great career...well done” or “great CD...welin.” Let us all purpose instead to live as trud
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worshipers who long to stand before the CreatdehefUniverse, the King of Kings and Lord of
Lords, and hear Him say “great life...great worshiyell done.”
