God's Anger

“Youareangry, aren't you?

| often get asked why the God of
the Bible gets so angry. Anger seems
too much like a volatile human emo-
tion. At best, it seems “beneath” our
notions of an unchangeable, all-
powerful God; at worst, it makes God
seem petty or even cruel. Despite our
discomfort, God's anger appears often
in the biblical accounts. 1 think part
of the problem is our mistaken as-
sumption that God's anger and God's
love are somehow in competition, as though God's loserrszhow tempered
or balanced out by God's wrath. But God's wrath is not egpmosGod's
love—itis God's love when it encounters sin, when it faces tfielastruction
of the beloved. That's why we can say, as the Bible d&edis love, but we
cannot say Gois wrath.

Here in Canada where | live, there is a tendencpdople to pride them-
selves on being “nice,” on tolerance, on acceptingyewer and everything.
Most of the time this is great, but the problemhe t'hiceness” in the face of
great violence and injustice takes the side of injusficg@erance turns out to
be a convenient label for acceptance of the status quargiaminimal in-
volvement in the lives of others and no investmentair tfate.

Recently one of my friends who lives on the streéfBooonto was telling
me in great detail the story of the atrocious abusexsperienced as a child.
As | was listening, feeling inwardly sickened but uesoirexactly how to
respond, she would pause every so often and say “Yoalfg aegry, aren't
you? | can tell—I can see it in your eyes.” Thenwbeld go on with her
story. The truth is that while | did feel angry and sadl eonfused and any
number of emotions at that moment, I'm not sured registering much on my
face at all. Her frequent insistence that she cowdew furious | was less
because of whatever visible anger | was displayingw@oré becausshe
neededhe affirmation that | was angry, that her pain and shaoutd not
leave me untouched. She wanted reassurance:dhangry, aren't you?”

What we learn from the story of Jesus is that tolerama poor substitute
for love. You can tolerate someone without lovingdreénim. And there are
some things yogannottolerate if you love truly and deeply. What lover @& n
angry at the betrayal of the beloved? What lovingmarare not angry at the
self-destructive behavior of their children? If God evapt angry at the state
of the world and the human heart, it would be a signtradgt®od is “nice” but
that God does not care. As theologian Miroslav Vaoff ad,



“A non-indignant God would be an accomplice in injustice, de-
ception, and violence?”

The only objection against God raised more frequently thampledamts
about anger and judgment is the appalask of it - God's perceived restraint
in the face of the world's great evils.

“How long, O LORD, will I call for help,
And You will not hear?
| cry out to You, 'Violence!
Yet You do not save.
Why do you make me see iniquity,

And cause me to look on wickedness?
Yes, destruction and violence are before me;
Strife exists and contention arises.

Therefore the law is ignored
And justice is never upheld.
For the wicked surround the righteous;
Therefore justice comes out perverted” (Habakkuk 1:2-4).

“Will You restrain Yourself at these things, O LORD? |Wdu
keep silent and afflict us beyond measure?” (Isaiah 64:12).

In situations of great suffering and oppressionwaat God to get angry
and we have the strong suspicion that a God who doestrani@g is a God
who does not love that deeply. Only a God who is angityearuin of the be-
loved creation is a God who will act in deliverance.dG@nger means that
we are not abandoned or left to our fate.

Itis not God's anger that is the problem - God's arsgeuri salvation. It is
our anger that is the problem.

- Weproject our own personal indignations and inclinatimveard
vengeance onto God.
Weuse the phrase “righteous anger” to describe oursalin
righteous anger.
Wedeflect our own guilt by outrage at the moral failurestbkrs.
Werespond to our anger by taking things into our own handserei
inflicting retribution or becoming self-appointed savjdrging to fix
the problems of others while ignoring our own.

But God is not like us. God does not have a split perspndtiod's anger
is not a volatile, self-protective human emotion. $teey of Jesus Christ re-
veals that God's love for amd God's anger against our life-destroying ways
both lead inexorably toward the cross. And at the cfasd,is not in those
inflicting the pain but in the One suffering it in orderset things right.

How Adam Broke All of the 10 Commandments - Before There
Even Were 10 Specific Commandments!!

| recently read a book called “The Marrow of Modernibity”, by the
Puritan author Edward Fisher. | can honestly say thestone of the most
challenging and rebuking books that I've ever
read. At one point in the book, Evangelist sets
forth an argument against the Legalist and the
Antinomian that hinges upon Adam's violation of
the whole Decalogue (the 10 Commandments) in
the Fall. He then explains exactly how it is that
Adam violated all ten commandments; and he
goes one commandment at a time:

1. He chose himself another God when he
follows the devil.

2. Heidolized and deified his own belly;
as the apostle's phrase is, "He made his
belly his God."

3. He took the name of God in vain, when he believedniaim
4. He kept not the rest and estate wherein God hadhset h

5. He dishonored his Father who was in heaven; anefftine his days
were not prolonged in that land which the Lord his Gad given
him.

6. He massacred himself spiritually and physically ahHdis posterity.

7. From Eve he was a virgin, but in eyes and mind hevdtied spiri-
tual fornication.

8. He stole, like Achan, that which God had set asideortmt muddled
with; and this his stealth is that which troubles silaEl, the whole
world.

9. He bore witness against God, when he believed thesgitof the
devil before him, and failed to bear withess of tratiEve or rebuke
her of believed falsehood.

10. He coveted an evil covetousness, like Ammon, which coshisi life,
and all his progeny.

Remember that there is a Law of Moses and that theréarger Law of
God that the Law of Moses codifies. What we know oflLitie of God we
know from the Law of Moses (and from the other parthefrevealed Word
of God). Adam was responsible to obey the Law of GBdd walked with
him and talked with him and revealed Himself to him. Adhawever, acted
in disobedience to that revelation and we can see tledispeture of that
disobedience once God became more specific in the redthiie revelation to
man.
