Beside him, there are others poecious
members, who have been working hard at the plant. O, Lord,
please protect them with your almighty hand! | beg you, please!
‘Oh that thou wouldest bless me indeed, ....that thine hand might
be with me, and that wouldest keep me from evil, that it may not
grieve me.’ (1 Chronicles 4:10)"

Stu-
dents pay by the hour for their time on the Internetspeehd hours searching
out websites. This provides
an opportunity for online
ministries, where people can
easily find Biblical answers
to life’s questions and prob-
lems . Many a re seeking for
answers since they live in
countries with centuries of
idolatry and ignorance of the
Truth.

Computers can Cross
Borders

With the computer, a new door of opportunity has opeaediérid-wide
impact. My son-in-law, Scott, began to see the guetegntial for computer
outreach eight years ago. At that time he launched GAid¢bsite called
