A.W. Pink on Family Worship 

Family worship should be conducted 
reverently, earnestly and simply. It is 
then that the little ones will receive 
their first impressions and form 
their initial conceptions of the 
Lord God. Great care needs to 
be taken lest a false idea be 
given them of the Divine Char-
acter, and for this the balance 
must be preserved between 
dwelling upon His tran-
scendency and imminency, His 
holiness and His mercy, His might 
and His tenderness. His justice and 
His grace. Worship should begin with a 
few words of prayer invoking God’s presence and blessing. A short pas-
sage from His Word should follow, with brief comments thereon. Two or 
three verses of a Psalm may be sung. Close with a prayer of committal into 
the hands of God. Though we may not be able to pray eloquently, we 
should earnestly. Prevailing prayers are usually brief ones. Beware of wea-
rying the young ones. 

 The advantages and blessings of family worship are incalculable. First, 
family worship will prevent much sin. It awes the soul, conveys a sense of 
God’s majesty and authority, sets solemn truths before the mind, brings 
down benefits from God on the home. Personal piety in the home is a most 
influential means, under God, of conveying piety to the little ones. Chil-
dren are largely creatures of imitation, loving to copy what they see in oth-
ers. “He established a testimony in Jacob and appointed a law in Israel. 
which He commanded our fathers that they should make them known to 
their children: That the generation to come might know them, even the 
children which should be born; who should arise and declare them to their 
children: That they might set their hope in God, and not forget the works of 
God, but keep His commandments” (Ps. 78:5-7). How much of the dread-
ful moral and spiritual conditions of the masses today may be traced back 
to the neglect of their fathers in this duty? How can those who neglect the 
worship of God in their families look for peace and comfort therein? Daily 
prayer in the home is a blessed means of grace for allaying those unhappy 
passions to which our common nature is subject. Finally, family prayer 
gains for us the presence and blessing of the Lord. There is a promise of 
His presence which is peculiarly applicable to this duty: see Matt 18:19-20. 
Many have found in family worship that help and communion with God 
which they sought for with less effect in private prayer

2. Anne met with a 20 year old client that had just given birth and was in 
need of baby supplies and formula.

The father is unemployed and lives with his par-
ents.  Anne spoke with her about abstinence, but the client's response 
was to shrug her shoulders.  When asked if she'd go to heaven, the 
client said she'd never much thought about it and wasn't interested in 
answering or discussing anything more of a spiritual nature.  She re-
fused to read Rom. 3:23 and did not have time to view The Good Test 
dvd.  As Anne spoke with her and asked questions, the client's re-
sponse was usually "I don't know."  She was sent home with spiritual 
materials to read including a Bible.  Please pray she will be convicted 
of her sins and need of the Savior. 

3. Jane met with a single 19 year old that is due late this year.  She came 
in for maternity clothing.  The client shared that she delivered a still-
born baby after a previous boyfriend struck her in the stomach.  He is 
currently in jail, as is the father of this child.  Jane presented the Gos-
pel using the Roman Road, but our client was very uninterested.  She 
indicated she was not open to abstinence.  Jane prayed with her and 
sent her home with a Bible and other reading materials.  Please pray 
she returns so that we can minister to her again.  She seems so lost 
and confused.

Diagnose Your Moralism 

How do you know if you have fallen for the moralistic counterfeit gospel? 
Here are two easy diagnostics: 

First, think about how you react to suffering and pain. How do you view 
God when you pass through a terrible trial? 

Moralists immediately think, What have I done to deserve this? Doesn’t 
God see all the good I’ve done? Because you see God as a sort of cosmic em-
ployer, you have certain expectations of him. When God doesn’t meet these 
expectations, you become angry. Eventually, your disillusionment leads to 
despair. You think 
that all your efforts at 
pleasing God must be 
useless. 

The second diag-
nostic is to check 
your heart whenever 
you see someone else 
benefiting from 
God’s grace.

Not too long ago, I found out that an acquaintance had recently been given 
a new ministry opportunity and a promotion. How did my heart respond to this 
news? By sinking into jealousy rather than leaping for joy. The thoughts that 
raced through my mind (Why did God do that for him and not me? Am I not 
deserving?) stood in opposition to grace. I had to repent again and ask God to 
so change my heart that I would rejoice in His grace being showered on others. 

The moralistic gospel resembles the famous Bob Newhart skit, in which 
his counsel to broken people seeking change is to continually yell, “Stop it!” 
To be sure, the New Testament contains many commands. In fact, there are 
times when you could paraphrase Paul as saying, “Stop it!” But notice that 
God’s commands are always grounded in God’s past actions. The imperatives 
(commands) are based in indicatives (statements about what God has done). 

Tullian Tchividjian puts it this way: “Imperatives divorced from indica-
tives become impossibilities.” This is the logic of the gospel. You can see the 
journey from indicative to imperative running throughout Paul’s letters, most 
often turning on the word “therefore.” 

“You are not under law but under grace” and you “have been brought from 
death to life (indicatives Romans 6:14, 13), therefore “let not sin therefore 
reign in your mortal body. . . . Do not present your members to sin as instru-
ments for unrighteousness, but present yourselves to God as those who have 
been brought from death to life, and your members to God as instruments for 
righteousness” (imperatives Romans 6:12-13). 

The first three chapters of Ephesians explain the gospel in terms of God’s 
redemptive plan, our powerlessness to save ourselves, and God’s bringing to-
gether Jew and Gentile alike. Then in chapter 4, Paul begins to list ways to 
apply the gospel message. “Therefore,” he says and proceeds to give us com-
mands that are grounded in the gospel. 

Or take a look at Galatians 5:24 and 16: “Those who belong to Christ Je-
sus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires” 
(indicative), therefore, “walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires 
of the flesh” (imperative). 

If we focus our attention on what we are to do without grounding our lives 
in what Christ has done, we will become disillusioned. That’s why so many 
people who never seem to get any traction in the Christian life walk the aisle 
again and again. They recommit their lives to Christ, saying, “I’ll try harder 
this time! I’ll be more serious!” only to become deflated and disappointed that 
they feel no power in their Christian life. 

The result of the moralistic gospel is despair. But that despair is what can 
and should lead us to the biblical gospel of grace – the true gospel that exposes 
the counterfeit and brings lasting behavioral change, precisely because it’s not 
first about outward change but inward transformation by the cross of Jesus 
Christ.
